Blue Star Memorial
Markers continue to be dedicated each
year on highways, at Veterans’ facilities,
National Cemeteries, parks, and civic and

Gold Star Families mission is
to offer honor, hope and healing
through remembering fallen heroes
by coming together.

* Clubs may solicit other civic organizations
to help with funding, construction,
planting, and maintenance.

e Allow twenty four weeks for delivery of
Marker after an order is received by Sewah
Studios.

To be placed in civic gardens,
parks and historical sites.
